Reference Photos
by Walt Fluegel

About half of the articles | see in art magazines
mention reference photos. This is interesting
because we usually think of artists not with a
camera, but with sketch books, canvas or paper,
paint and paint brushes, and field notes.

The magazines show us how painters look at our
world, through their sketches, watercolor, acrylics,
oils, pastels and other media. Just as in photo
magazines, there are art experts who try to
encourage amateurs and professionals about the
pros and cons of tools and materials. Sometimes
several artists are highlighted. Their works are
shown with an occasional how-to instruction
suggesting fellow artists take several photos of a
scene from different angles along with their rough
sketching and field notes before they return to the
studio.

Reference photos may be just memory jogger. But
each artist is different, just as each photographer is
different as to what the final image is to be. On the
other end of the spectrum, some artists slavishly
copy a photo. This copy is a dead giveaway to an
expert artist who also knows something about the
difference in f-stop range of film or digital and the
human eye. So it is interesting to read how the
various artists use their reference photos. On rare
occasions, the original photo image is compared to
the final painting in a magazine article. To many
artist their camera, and sometimes the computer, as
just another tool.

Recently, a new book called, ONormanRockwell:
Behind the CameraO, told of how this illustratorartist
did his famous paintings. Apparently, he was a
master director of the photographers he hired to take
B & W photos and the way he used his neighbors
and friends who were his models. | found this
information by googling the title of the book. The big
difference between the artist-illustrator and the
photographer is that in his day Rockwell was able to
take different images from different sources, project
them on to tracing paper, make a few changes and
then transfer the final composite on to his canvas. As
one blogger wrote, Rockwell was the original
PHOTOSHOP of his day long before Adobe came on
the scene.

Consider the terms OmakingO a picture or Osnapping
a picture. Are these different from each other if the
goal is only to have reference photos for later use?

Snapping a picture could be just the point and shoot
kind. Whereas making a picture involves thought and
adjusting the scene before the click. Rockwell did
this with his models, having them pose in different
ways and with certain expressions on their faces. We
photographers who do table top displays, or have
models pose for us, make photos but the photo is
and becomes the end goal and is not just a
reference.

| wonder, in time, if the reference photos of any artist
would become of historical importance in the same
way that preliminary sketches from Michelangelo and
other great artists have become important. It seems
that with Rockwell this is becoming true. The odd
thing is that Rockwell always considered himself as
an illustrator not an artist. He seldom did freehand
work, but traced or copied before he painted. We
know now, through this book about his photos, that
he knew in advance what he wanted to illustrate. It
was the skill of his hands holding a paint brush and
eye for color plus the Americana motif that made his
works very popular. However, does it matter whether
we call him an artist or not? What mattered to the
world was his talent for making an image most
people enjoyed looking at.

In order not to become a starving artist, the artist
must sell the original painting or reproductions. In
both photo and art magazines there is an occasional
article on marketing oneOs works. Among the
suggestions is the use of the camera, usually by a
professional, (or advanced amateur) for making
slides or digital images and sending these off to
galleries and other places for consideration. Before
sending off the photo the artist must evaluate and
compare the image with the original painting.
Whether the artist starts with reference photos or
not, it is a camera he or she must rely upon as one
of the Otools of the tradeO.

Dennis Stock, a New York photographer passed
away at the age of 81 in January of this year. He
was not well known like many of the older
photographers that we are familiar with, such as
Gordon Parks and many others.

He was best known for his photo of James Dean
taken on a street in New York City, on a rainy day in
1955, he sold it to Life Magazine. The photo helped
put Dean on the movie map, although Dean died a
few months later. The photo looks like Stock just
happened to see Dean and took the picture. | doubt
very much that the photo was made that way.

Dennis Stock started his career at the age of 23,
after he apprenticed with an older photographer for a
period of four years. He was one of ten winners in
the $15,000 Life Magazine contest for Young
Photographers in 1951. He continued his craft until
almost the end of his life, submitting photos to Lens,
the New York Times photojournalism blog in May of
last year.

He articulated, OThe goal for the photographer is to
be visually articulate. If the subject is in a suffering
circumstance, it is all the more preferable to apply
your craft to the utmost. Call it art or not, we
photographers should always try to pass on our
observations with the utmost clarity.O
